_ Ask Jots of questions: This helps you gauge where your Kkids are spiritually. Don’t V4 e o
immediately guide them toa “«correct” answer, instead try more Clarifying questions.
You want to see what they are thinking, not tell them what to think. /

- Remember the purpose of baptism: Baptism is 2 way to show and tell others
publicly that you are promising to love and follow Jesus for the rest of your life. It’s
not a way to secure your salvation and it can’t earn you a place in heaven.

_ Encourage their questions: You don’t need to have all the answers. If you don’t / ‘ —
know, don’t make something up! Be honest and tell your kids that you can 1ook for \

the answer together.

help guide your kids to the decision that’s right for them. Don’t push them if they

aren’t quite ready yet or don’t seem to fully understand.

- Don’t forget to CELEBRATE!: If your kid does make a decision to be baptized,
make it special and memorable. Give a big hug, take a picture, eata special dessert,
call the family to share the news, dance around the kitchen, throw some confetti or

listen to some fun worship music!
